Regional standards can greatly affect the flow of goods both within the region
and between the countries within and outside the region. Since the passage of
the European Cornraunity (EC) Council of Ministers Resolution of May 7, 1985 on the
"New Approach to technical harmonization and standardization," standards have
assumed increasing iirportance throughout Europe. As noted in the May 1990 Draft
Coinmission Green Paper on the Development of European Standardization, "European
standardization is at a critical stage. In the past five years it has been
transformed from a marginal activity to one v^ich is attracting priority
attention from European industry and all those \A\o use standards." As the EC and
countries in the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) work to establish a
European Economic Space (EES)

,
dismantling the last remaining barriers between

EFTA and EC trade and opening up other areas of cooperation, and as Eastern
European countries enter into EC/EFTA trade-related agreements, European
standards will assume even greater iirportance throughout Europe and throughout
all countries wishing to trade with Europe.

Voluntary standards have been identified by the EC as the most appropriate method
of giving technical expression to legally-imposed requirements for products under
Community law. Under the "New Approach," EC legislation (in the fom of
directives) lays down "essential requirements" with which products must coirply in

order to ensure the protection of public health or safety, of the environment or
the consumer. European standards, developed for each product directive, provide
manufacturers with a set of technical specifications recognized as giving the
presuirption of conformity to the "essential requirements . " These European
standards, while voluntary, do provide a "fast track" for approval to use the new
"CE" mark and to enter the European market.

The European Committee for Standaiidization (CEN) , the European Committee for
Electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC) , and the European Telecommunications
Standards Institute (ETSI) are the primary bodies in Europe concerned with the
development of standazxis v^ich refer to Community product legislation. EFTA
countries also participate in and adopt CEN, CENELEC and ETSI standards. CEN is

currently working on more than five times as many standards projects today as it

was 4 years ago, primarily due events occurring in the EC. CENELEC, \fthile less
affected by EC events than CEN, has experienced growth in the electromagnetic
compatibility area and more is expected in the field of high voltage equipment.
However, many other European organizations are also directly or indirectly
involved in standards-related endeavors.

The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) (formerly the National
Bureau of Standarxis) has developed this directory to identify European regional
organizations (both governmental and private sector) engaged in standards
development, certification, laboratory accreditation, and other related
activities. Organizations, such as the British Standards Institution and
Deutsches Institut fur Noraiung, v^ich produce standards used in many parts of the
world have not been listed because they have designated themselves by title as
national organizations.

EC is corrposed of four institutions: the European Parliament,
the Council, the Commission and the Court of Justice. In 1967
the three separate Communities (EURATOyi, the EEC, and the ECSC)
were merged into the one Commission and Council. The
Commission and Council administer the Paris Treaty (which
established the ECSC) and the Rome Treaties (v^ich established
the EEC and EURATCM) . It is a framework within v^ich its
members have agreed to integrate their economies and eventually
to form a political union.

The Commission signed a cooperation agreement with CEN and
CENELEC in November 1984. Working in cooperation with CEN and
CENELEC, the Commission proposes the adoption of standards.
On May 7, 1985, the Council of Ministers adopted a resolution
setting out a "New Approach to Technical Harmonization and
Standards." Under this new approach, EC Directives establish
"essential requirements" (written in general terms) , v\^ich must
be satisfied before products may be sold in the EC. Directives
are binding legislation, but they are binding as to the result
to be achieved. The means of attaining the necessary result is
left to the discretion of the Member States. National
inplementing legislation is required to give them effect.

Conformance to European standards will be the primary way for
businesses to demonstrate that these "essential requirements"
have been met. The Commission will usually consult
interested parties before making a proposal. Under the Treaty
of Rome, however, The Commission is the body responsible for
putting proposals for directives before the Council of
Ministeirs. The text of the Commission's formal proposal for a
Directive is published in the Official Journal of the Eurcpean
Ocnminities. It is the responsibility of the Council to decide
vrtiether or not to adopt the proposed directive. The "New
approach" depends heavily on the existence of European
standarTds. These will be prepared (usually by CEN, CENELEC or
ETSI) on the basis of "mandates" agreed upon with the
Commission.

The Commission will have primary responsibility for
establishing procedures to assure the conformance of products
to EC Directives. Acceptable conformance procedures will be
included in the directive.
